Thursday, May 18

The focus of Thursday’s pre-conference sessions
is Diabetes. LifeScan will conduct a workshop
focusing on the RD’s role in post-prandial
control of diabetes including areas of nutrition
management, carbohydrate counting, and

the glycemic index along with a brief hands-
on meter demonstration. Only six of these
programs will be conducted nationally and
Michigan is very fortunate to be chosen to be
one of them.

Friday, May 19

On Friday, the keynote session is “Hot Buttons in
Women'’s Health” with Mindy Hermann, M.B.A.,
R.D., sponsored by General Mills. Dr. Sharon
Kardia from the University of Michigan’s Center
for Genomics and Public Health with speak on
nutrigenomics. Other topics planned include:
nutrition and bariatric surgery (adolescent and
adult focus), and sports nutrition.
